	· A Colour may be awarded to a student that has played or competed in a University first team for two full seasons or in teams other than the first team for three full seasons.  

· For Tournament sports students must have competed for three seasons in BUCS or equivalent, two years if competing at senior level. 


	· To be considered for the award of a Half Blue, a student must have played or competed in a University first team for at least two full seasons.  
AND ONE OF THE FOLLOWING:
· Junior or Student level domestic national representation
· A gold medal in the advanced category (or comparable category) of an individual BUCS national tournament or equivalent. 

· Two podium finishes over two years (i.e. silver/bronze) in the advanced category (or comparable category) in both years at individual national BUCS tournaments or equivalent. 
· Exceptional circumstances: in exceptional cases a student can be awarded a half blue for excellence or commitment to University Sport such as team medals over a 3 years period.

	· To be considered for the award of a Full Blue, a student must have played or competed in a University first team for two full seasons.  
AND ONE OF THE FOLLOWING:

· The student must have competed in at least two senior (U21 or above) International Matches at Home nations level or above 
· The student has represented their Country at The World Student Games or World University Championships. For a list of qualifying sports please see the appendix sheet at the back of this criteria.


	Notes: 

· All applications should be considered against sport specific criteria

· For all awards students must not have missed playing or competing in any University fixture except when having been selected for representation at a recognised higher level, or because of injury or on compassionate grounds  

· Exceptionally, in the case of a student who has excelled for one full season (for example a podium finish at an individual national BUCS tournament, providing that there was sufficient opposition); the Blues Committee may use its discretion and award a Colour

· The Blues Committee may take into consideration the competing level of competitions outside of University teams and how it equates to the criteria, for example local leagues
· The Blues Committee may use their discretion in the giving of all awards when the criteria is not exactly matched.
· Blues Committee meetings take place in February and March before most seasons end, no award may be given for an event that has not taken place before the meetings, these shall be considered the following year and therefore graduates may be considered for all awards if the criteria is met.
· Gliding, Kite, Mountaineering, Sky Diving, Sub Aqua, Tai Chi.  Except in exceptional circumstances - these sports by the very nature of them are done on a recreational level within the University.  Therefore their only request for awards will be for Honorary Colours/Honorary Blues.  If there are ever any students who do this sport to a competitive level then criteria would need to be drawn up to cover the sport, but they would need to be financially independent (ie. Have a University Club) to compete in most of them.

Criteria for Blues Special Awards
HONORARY BLUE
· An Honorary Blue may be awarded to any person who has made an outstanding contribution, normally over a period of at least three years, to the development of University student sport.

· An Honorary Blue may be awarded, exceptionally, to a person connected with the University of Bath who has made outstanding contributions to World Sport, over a period of at least two years.

HONORARY COLOUR

· An Honorary Colour may be awarded to a student who has made a valuable contribution to the administration and/or development of sport or recreation in the University or British Universities, either within a club or the Sports Association as a whole. 

SPORTS PERSONALITY OF THE YEAR
This award is to recognise a student who has contributed significantly to student sport during their time at University.

· A suitable candidate for this award will encapsulate the spirit of university sport. The broad criterion reflects the nature of the award in that a ‘positive contribution’ may take many forms, including performance, service and participation.

· This award may be made on the basis of level of achievement, given to an individual competing at an elite level.

· The Student Sports Personality of the Year may also be a person who has made a significant contribution to the University in terms of representation in a number of sports.

· A suitable candidate may also be an individual who has had a significant input into a team, both on and off the pitch.

· A shortlist of 4 candidates will be selected by the Blues Committee.  Sports Association members registered on Bathstudent.com will be eligible to vote for the Sports Personality of the Year through an election on Bathstudent.com.

BUCS TEAM OF THE YEAR 

· This award is only open to the 1st team of any sport, and will be presented purely on the level of performance and achievement during the season.
.CLUB OF THE YEAR 
This award recognises the success and substantial achievements clubs can attain when they function effectively as a whole.

· The criterion for this award takes into account all club activities, and is open to all Sports Association clubs.

· Factors which will be assessed across each of the following criteria:

· Organisational Ability (fixtures/activities/training/communication with members) 
· Performance (where appropriate, in both BUCS and Non-BUCS events)

· Commitment

Clubs input into the Sports Association, including:

· Participation in events

· Communication with the SA

· Attendance at meetings and officer training sessions.  
· Involvement with the wider community and other areas such as volunteering will also be considered.

MARTYN HEDGES AWARD 
· A suitable candidate for the award would be an individual who has obtained an excellent knowledge of their sport and has probably reached a recognised national level either as a competitor or in the role of a coach.  The award is not for general organisational skills, but one for which the candidate has made a significant contribution to further the progress of others within the sport. 

· Suitable candidates may be an active student member of a club, or an external specialist who works with members of a club.  It is envisaged that the award will only be presented when a suitable candidate is available. 

THE IVOR POWELL AWARD FOR EXCELLENCE IN COACHING 

This award recognises the significant impact to sport made by coaches based at the University campus.

· A suitable candidate for this award would be an individual who has made a significant impact on the development of student sport at the University.

· The Ivor Powell Award is intended to recognise qualities of excellence in a coach epitomised by Ivor Powell himself, who represented passion, integrity and total commitment to university sport. 

· It is envisaged that the award will only be presented when a suitable candidate is available.

GETHIN BEVAN AWARD CLUB MEMBER OF THE YEAR 

This award acknowledges that Sports Association clubs would not function without a substantial input from student volunteers. 

· This award will be presented purely on the basis of non-performance related contributions.

· A suitable candidate will be an individual who has gone above and beyond responsibilities expected of them.  They are likely to have a significant role in the administration and organisation of club activities, and would have made a contribution to the club in terms of helping it run more efficiently and effectively.
THE SANTANDER OUTSTANDING SPORTSMAN AND SPORTS WOMAN FRESHER OF THE YEAR
These new awards are intended to recognise achievement and to assist the recipients in attaining future sporting success while balancing this activity with academic study. Each prize will have a value of £1000.

· These awards will be open to full-time undergraduate students in their first year of study at the University of Bath.

· The recipients will have demonstrated excellence in their chosen sport and be candidates for future world-class achievements.

· The award will only be made where a suitable candidate is nominated.

THE DAVID VANDELINDE PRIZE

The David Vandelinde prize is intended to enable its recipient to achieve future sporting success while maintaining a suitable balance between their sporting activities and academic study. The prize is to the value of £400.

· This award will be open to full-time undergraduate students who have at least one year of their course remaining.

· The recipient will be a candidate for future  world-class sporting achievements who is not already receiving other financial support that would enable this progression.

· The award will only be made where a suitable candidate is nominated.
THE TUGENDHAT TROPHY FOR SPORTING ENDEAVOUR

· This award recognises the successes achieved by student athletes in new areas, unfamiliar to them before their arrival at University.
· The prize will be awarded to a student who has started a sport as a fresher and gone on to improve sufficiently to achieve a BUCS podium finish inside three years.
· The award will only be made where a suitable candidate is nominated.
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
